An Introduction To The History of Persian Carpet Weaving

Persian rug has a long history. Persian Rugs are known as one of the oldest oriental rugs.
Carpet is a part of Iranian’s culture and life.There is not enough information about the exact
date of the carpet weaving.

Pazyryk Carpet is the oldest rug. It was found in Turkestan in Y4 ¢V It is at St. Petersburg’s
Hermitage Museum. During the Safavid period, many arts and crafts, especially carpet
weaving,developed.



The Golden Age of Persian carpet weaving happened during the Safavid kingdom, when Shah
Tahmasp () OAV-)0Y¢) built factories for carpet production. Before this time, carpet weaving
was a rural skill, with simple patterns.

Persian rugs are very famous for their beauty and quality. Persian carpets have very different
designs and colors. The quality of rugs vary in different areas. Each region, has its own unique
design, color, technique.

The Iranian nomads weave beautiful carpets to cover floors and other parts of their tents. They also
were making something to decorate their tents.

Nomads provided their own supplies from natural materials around the place where they live.
They use the hair and wool of the goat and sheep for the warp, weft and pile.
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They made different colours from plants or mineral resources. The name of the carpet is taken
from the area where it is woven and their ethnic group.
For example, Lori - Kurdish - Baluchi - Turkmen - Armenian, Kermani, Esfahani and Tabriz.

Nomadic carpets, village (rural )carpets and workshop(urban)carpets are the types of weaving.

“Persian carpet is a work of art”

Carpet is one of the most well-known and important symbols of Iranian culture that represent
beauty and quality. Iranian carpets are more colourful. They have different types of patterns
and motifs. Feature of carpets are not the same because the type of yarn, colour and pattern
are different.

Colour:

One of the important factors in carpet weaving is dying. Dyeing is done in both natural and
chemical methods. Natural dyes get from plants, animals and minerals .

The usage of natural colours, especially plant colours has a long history in Iran.

The traditional dyes are made from various vegetable sources for example, the madder plant
will provide red and orange and indigo and woad is used to produce blue color for weaving.
Daphne is used to produce yellow color.

The usage of insects, such as cochineal are more common. Purple was mad from a mollusk.
Ochre is a example of mineral sours to make usually red or yellow

Pattern:
Patterns (motifs) of carpet are made of numbers of curved or broken lines. There are two types
of patterns: Curved Patterns and broken patterns.
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Curved lines are used to draw curved Patterns such as Islimi and Khatayi Patterns. These
motifs should be drawn on the design plates.

Broken Patterns combine of horizontal, vertical and diagonal lines that make geometric shapes.
These motifs are simple. They can be weaved without drawing. Nomads are more likely to use
these Patterns.




In addition, there are roles of the combination of these two types. The combinations of these
Patterns like herbal, animal and human make carpet designs. Other examples are Floral motifs,
S- motifs and crab motifs.

Design:

The form of the arrangement of patterns (motifs) in the carpet is called carpet design. Iranian
carpet designs represent the culture of different regions and ethnic groups. Nomads weave
motifs and patterns without painting. They simply use their imaginations and all they have
learned from their ancestors.

The most famous Iranian carpet designs are Lachak Toranj, Prayer Niche, Vase, Framed, Tree,
Shah Abbas, Arabesque, Portrait, European Flower, Mixed Fish, four Seasons, Scattering,
Turkmen and Hunting Field.

“The Introductions of Tools and Materials”

We need different tools such as Comb, scissors, knife, loom, hook to produce a handmade
carpet. Therefore quality and type of tools are very important.

The most important tool in carpet weaving is the loom. Loom is a wooden or metallic frame in
the shape of square or rectangular. Each loom has two horizontal beams. The upper beam is
called “Sardar” (upper beam) and the other in lower part called “Zirdar” (lower beam). There
are two type of loom; Horizontal loom and Vertical loom.

Horizontal loom consists of two beams which holds the warps while the carpet is being made.
Nomads mainly use horizontal looms . They are easily rolled up and put up at campground.

Vertical loom has four beams on the sides. These kind of looms are used in villages and at
workshops.
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Comb is an instrument to hammer carpet. It has teeth similar to comb with wooden or metallic
handle. Weaver uses comb to tie the knots and the weft after every row has been weaved. The
size of comb is different. There are various kind of thick and thin. It depends on the kind of
carpet that weaver weaves.

Scissors are used for cutting the pile on the carpet after one or more rows have been tied.

A knife with a grapnel on bottom, is used for carpet weaving. It has a handle, blade and hook.
The handle is used to hold warps. Hook is used to pass horizontally weft through back and forth
warps then, slowly pull it toward the edge of the loom. we cut piles by blade of knife.



Spindle is used when we are spinning wool by hand. When we are rotating the wool, It is
twined into yarn. The spinning is done in different ways depending on the usage of warp, weft
or pile. The nomadic women still use a traditional spindle to spin the yarn.

Raw Materials

The high quality of raw materials is very important factor. Silk, cotton, wool and animal hair
are animal or plant fibres.

Wool is the most important material in the carpet making process. The quality of wool changes
with the animal age and life conditions. It also depends on the area and the time of shearing
wool. The best wools are those that shear in the spring.

silk is another kind of materials that is gathered from the silkworm material. Silk is used for
warp, weft and pile. Some carpets have the warp of silk and pile of wool. This fiber is very
shiny. It affects the cost and value of rugs.
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Cotton fibre is the most famous vegetable fibre. It is used in the textile industry. Cotton is stronger
than wool. Warps and wefts are mainly made of cotton, but it can not be used for piles of carpet.

Their colour and
design comes from the weft which is tightly inter weaved with the warp. This kind of weaving
is called weft-faced .

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Kilim is a pileless textile produced by one of several flatweaving techniques.

Kilims are generally woven with the slitweave technique. This is the most common weaving
technique used to create geometric patterns.

The slit refers to the gap between two blocks of color. It is created by returning the weft
around the last warp in a color area. Weavers work on one color block before moving onto the
next.
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Weaver packs the weft tightly cover the warp to avoid weakening the rug with vertical slits.
Designs are made by interweaving the variously coloured wefts and warps.

Dove-tailing( warp-sharing ) known as shared warp that wefts from two different colours,
returning (in opposite directions) around the same warp. To continue this technique the border
/ line forms between them.

Today people use kilims to cover floors, table «chair, wall decoration and tent curtains to create
an oriental atmosphere in their home.

Shahseven, Lor, Bakhtiari, Qashqai, Kamseh, Afshar tribes, Kerman, Varamin . are the unknown

“Jajim is the most important antique tribal textiles”

Weaving Jajim is one of the common handicrafts in Iran. Rural and tribal families weaves jajim.
Jajims are about Yo Cm or '+ cm width and ¢ M to ) - M and sometimes further in length. They are
made in a long strip and then cut into several equal parts. Most often they find from two to eight
parts that are sewn together side by side. Jalim, like kilim, is woven on horizontal loom usually
placed on the floor.

In fact the color and design of Jajim is dependent on color of wraps. The colors and designs of
warps are chosen from the beginning of the process of wrapping. The color of warps cannot be
changed.Therefore this limits the designs of Jajim.

After warps were prepared on loom,the wefts are pulled through warps and tightened with a
comb. Each time when the wefts passes through the warps, the warps are replaced by the Koji.
Therefore, always half the warps are on the top layer of wefts and half the warps are on the back of
wefts. The wefts hidden under the warps so that the wefts are not seem very much. These features
are called warp-faced.



Tools are very important to weave different types of Jajims. In different regions, people named
their Jajim according to the number of Koji that they use; For example, one Koji, two Koji
and three Koji. The materials that they use usually are wool, cotton, silk. The materials dye
naturally with vegetable-based.

The design and patterns of jajim are in a linear fashion. Motifs could be stripped, square,
checkered, toothed and parallel lines.

Traditionally, Jajims are used as bed covers, a blanket on seats or bedspreads.
The West Azerbaijan, Hamedan, Zanjan, Kermanshah and Turkaman are important areas to
weave Jajim in Iran. .

part one: Reading

“The weaving of rug is an old and unique work of art”

Rug is one of the original arts and cultural heritage of Iran. The variety of rug is represented
by the patterns, colours, size, the method of weaving and fibre. The complete weaving process
has several stages. Each stage needs special skills. The steps of rug weaving are wrapping,
weaving, knotting and finishing.

The rug weaving begins with the preparation of the wool, cotton or silk fibres. They must be
twisted or ‘spun’ into longer lengths of yarn. Rugs are prepared on loom .The rug is made of
the warps and the wefts. The warps run vertically on the loom, while the wefts run horizontally.
The wefts replaced over and under each warp.

The knots are made by looping short colored yarn around the pairs of warps in horizontal
rows. The end of the knot yarns are cut to produce the pile and create the design. pile is the
“face” of the rug. The row of knots are followed by one or several wefts which pass through
the warps. The weaver then beat the weft and warp to compact the rug.

These knots may be either symmetrical (Turkish) or asymmetrical (Persian knots). The sides
and ends of the rug are given a special finish to bind, decorate and protect the rug. After the
weaving process, the sides are strengthened with woolen binding or sometimes made as part
of the wefts.When the rug is removed from the loom the long warp ends may be knotted or
braided to protect them.
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Persian carpets are produced in nomadic, rural and urban styles. Persian rugs varies based on
the city, region or village where they are woven.

For example: carpets of Tabriz, Harris, Afshar, Kashan, Tehran and Chahar Mahal and Bakhtiari
provinces.

“Zilu Weaving is one of the most valuable arts of Iranian”

Zilu is one of the oldest types of handmade carpets in Iran. Zilu weaving industry have a long
history in Iran. It has been woven in Meybod (¢0 km to Yazd) from many years ago. Zilu is a
type of flat woven rug that was produced without knotted pile. Zilu is a kind of light hand —
woven rug and floor covering that is more suitable for hot and dry area.

Zilu weaving is a hard work. Zilu is very similar to Hasir. Wefts and warps are woven with cotton
thread. Before the Zilu is done, the raw material of cotton thread is dyed with the traditional
methods. These plant-based colors are steady and have a lot of resistance to washing and
sunlight.

Unlike many rugs, Zilu does not have a variety of colours. Zilu is divided into three types
based on colour and it’s functions. It weaves with two colors. Zilu with white and blue color
are used in mosques and holy places. The red and blue ones are used inside houses, green
and red ones have the best quality. Zilu Naftal is the finest with green and orang colours . Zilu
is double sided, it means, with the opposite colours on each side.
